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Lesson 3 — THE KING’'S MYSTERIOUS DREAM (Daniel 2)

This lesson reveals how God outlined the entire course of world history in one prophetic
dream. Given to King Nebuchadnezzar and interpreted by Daniel, the dream of the great
image shows the rise and fall of kingdoms from Babylon to the final events just before Christ’s
Second Coming. This prophecy proves that God rules over nations and reveals the future for
our salvation and preparation.

1. Who alone knows the future?
God declares the end from the beginning.
Scripture: Isaiah 46:9-10

2. Why did God give Nebuchadnezzar this dream?
To reveal what would happen in the latter days.
Scripture: Daniel 2:28-29

3. Who guided Daniel to understand the dream?
The God of heaven revealed the secret.
Scripture: Daniel 2:19-23

4. What did the head of gold represent?
Babylon, ruled by Nebuchadnezzar.
Scripture: Daniel 2:37-38

5. What kingdom followed Babylon?
Medo-Persia, represented by the breast and arms of silver.



Scripture: Daniel 2:39

6. What kingdom followed Medo-Persia?
Greece, represented by the thighs of brass.
Scripture: Daniel 2:39

7. What was the fourth kingdom?
Rome, strong as iron.
Scripture: Daniel 2:40

8. What does the divided kingdom represent?
Europe—partly strong, partly weak, never fully united.
Scripture: Daniel 2:41-43

9. What does the stone cut without hands symbolize?
Christ’s eternal kingdom.
Scripture: Daniel 2:44-45

10. What will Christ’s kingdom do?
Destroy all earthly kingdoms and fill the whole earth.
Scripture: Daniel 2:35

11. How accurate has this prophecy been?
Every kingdom rose and fell exactly as God predicted.
Scripture: Daniel 2:45

12. Where are we in the prophecy today?
Living in the time of the feet and toes—earth’s last days.
Scripture: Daniel 2:41-43

13. What does this prophecy show about God?
He rules over nations and reveals truth for our salvation.
Scripture: Daniel 2:20-22

14. Why is this prophecy important for us?
It proves we are near Christ's Second Coming.
Scripture: Matthew 24:32-33

15. What decision does God call us to make?
To be ready for Christ’s eternal kingdom.
Scripture: Daniel 2:44; John 3:16

The dream of Daniel 2 shows that earthly kingdoms rise and fall, but God’s kingdom lasts



forever. We are living in the final moments of history, and Jesus is soon to return. Today, He
invites you to surrender your life to Him so you may stand in His everlasting kingdom.
